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he strategic context in which the Republic of Ser-

bia pursues its national interests continues to
change rapidly in the third decade of the 21st century:.
The far-reaching and profound changes are caused
by numerous political, military, economic and tech-
nological factors. The process of transformation of
the global strategic environment, with uncertain du-
ration and outcome, primarily implies the transition
and dispersion of power between various actors on
the international scene, with an increasing influence
of non-state actors. The emergence of new centres
of power at the global and regional levels indicates
that international relations are moving towards mul-
tipolarity.

At the global level, a significant potential for the
emergence and spread of various types of conflicts is
reflected in the increasing competition of great pow-
ers, violation of basic principles of the internation-
al legal order, substantial differences in the degree
of economic and technological development, insuffi-
ciency and uneven distribution of natural resources,
energy and information security threats, the climate
change consequences and more. Also, protracted, fro-
zen and proxy conflicts in certain regions create se-
curity and political circumstances that will contrib-
ute to global challenges and threats in the long term,
due to their complexity.

The current armed conflict on European soil, in
Ukraine, has a particularly complex, unpredictable
and destructive character due to the increasingly open
confrontation of great powers, with the potential to
fundamentally change relations in the world, in turn
reflecting on the security of other states, directly or
indirectly.

International security is additionally threatened
by the abuse of information and communication tech-
nologies, given their sophistication and increasing
application in all areas of social life. Contemporary
achievements, such as artificial intelligence, open
up new opportunities, while at the same time posing
threats to the security of states and citizens. Insuffi-
ciently developed control over the development and
application of modern technologies increases the sen-
sitivity and exposure to risks and dangers of all inter-
national relations actors.

Contemporary security challenges and threats,
due to their transnational and asymmetric char-
acter, point to the indivisibility of international se-
curity. Bearing in mind the increasingly frequent

The state of security in the region of Southeast Eu-
rope is undermined by separatist aspirations, ethnic,
religious and political extremism, economic and social
problems, migration, corruption, organised crime, ep-
idemics, insufficiently built government institutions,
natural disasters, technological accidents and more.
The security situation in the region is significantly af-
fected by inherited problems from the past, history
revision attempts, as well as the consequences of past
armed conflicts. The security of the region of South-
east Europe is particularly threatened by attempts to
impose illegal changes in internationally recognised
borders as well as greater state projects.

Due to the complex character of security in the
region, the states are increasingly aware that joint ac-
tion is required to suppress negative processes that
threaten their security. The established regional secu-
rity initiatives are of particular importance for con-
solidating peace and stability. The engagement of the
European Union and the North Atlantic Treaty Organ-
isation (NATO) is important for stability in Southeast
Europe. The states of the region recognise the neces-
sity to strengthen mutual trust through cooperation,
contribute to the overall development of the region
and thus meet the conditions for joining the Europe-
an Union, as a common interest.

In a very complex strategic environment, the Re-
public of Serbia strives to protect and pursue its na-
tional interests and secure a proper position in in-

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diplomatic and legal means. The recognition of the
independence of the territory that is administratively
covered by the Autonomous Province of Kosovo and
Metohija by the states in immediate vicinity, and oth-
er states affects the mutual trust and regional securi-
ty. The current security situation in the Province and
the status of the political dialogue with the Provision-
al Institutions of Self-Government in Pristina repre-
sent the biggest political and security challenges for
the Republic of Serbia. Pristina’s unilateral moves and
non-implementation of agreed obligations, the trans-
formation of the so-called ‘Kosovo Security Forces’
into armed forces, as well as the significant deterio-
ration of the security situation in the Province pose
a security threat to the Republic of Serbia.

Military threats to the security of the Republic
of Serbia in the form of aggression and armed re-
bellion are considered unlikely. National security is
threatened by non-military challenges and threats,
such as separatist aspirations, terrorism, national
and religious extremism, mass illegal migration, cor-
ruption, organised and high-tech crime, problems of
economic and demographic development, epidem-
ics, lack of energy resources and consequences of
natural and other disasters. In addition, the securi-
ty of the Republic of Serbia is continuously under-
mined by hybrid threats which, among other things,
manifest themselves in the form of organised spread
of fake news and disinformation, political, econom-
ic and other pressures, causing ethnic and religious
tensions, support for extremist groups, cyber-attacks
and the like.

Understanding the strategic context and timely
adaptation to its changes are the prerequisites for pre-
ventive action and effective response of the defence
system to security challenges and threats, in order to
protect and pursue the national and defence interests
of the Republic of Serbia.

The implementation of the defence policy creates
the conditions for preventive action and decisive re-
sponse to security challenges and threats, in order to
protect and pursue defence interests. Defence plan-
ning, defence system development, international mil-
itary cooperation and other activities in the field of
defence policy enhance defence capabilities and con-
tribute to a favourable security environment.

Defence Interests

The Republic of Serbia is firmly determined to
protect and pursue its defence interests, which ex-
press the highest values and general needs of the cit-
izens for building and preserving security and stabil-
ity, as essential prerequisites for free and democratic
development of society. Defence interests stem from
national interests, which are based on universal and
national values derived from the Constitution and
heritage of the Serbian people and all citizens living
in the Republic of Serbia.

The defence interests established in the Defence
Strategy of the Republic of Serbia are the protection
of sovereignty, independence and territorial integri-
ty, protection of security of the Republic of Serbia and
its citizens, preservation of peace and security in the
region and world, improvement of national security
and defence through the process of European inte-
gration, military neutrality of the Republic of Serbia
and cooperation and partnership with other states
and international organisations in the field of secu-
rity and defence.

In accordance with the Charter of the United Na-
tions and the basic principles of international law, the
Republic of Serbia is determined to protect its sover-
eignty and territorial integrity and the security of its
citizens with all instruments of power and available
resources. It advocates the principles of equality be-
tween states, non-interference in the internal affairs
of other states, peaceful settlement of disputes, as well
as respect for diversity in accordance with interna-
tional norms and rules.

Defence planning is important in capability building,
functioning and development of the defence systems,
use of defence forces, as well as economical, sustain-
able and transparent allocation of resources for de-
fence needs. It is performed through the drafting of
strategic and doctrinal documents, as well as plans of
development and use of forces planning documents.

The main strategic and doctrinal documents are
the National Security Strategy of the Republic of Serbia,
the Defence Strategy of the Republic of Serbia and the
Doctrine of the Serbian Armed Forces.

The National Security Strategy of the Republic
of Serbia is the highest level strategic document, and
its implementation protects the national values and
interests of the Republic of Serbia from security chal-
lenges, risks and threats in all areas of social life. The
Defence Strategy of the Republic of Serbia is the main
strategic document that directs the development of
normative, doctrinal and organisational solutions for
the defence system, defence planning and financing,
and engagement of defence resources of the Republic
of Serbia. The Doctrine of the Serbian Armed Forces is
the main doctrinal document that establishes general
orientations regarding the military activity, organisa-
tion, preparations, use and provision of the Serbian
Armed Forces in peace, state of emergency and war.

The National Security Strategy of the Republic
of Serbia and the Defence Strategy of the Republic
of Serbia were adopted by the National Assembly in
2019. Bearing in mind the changes in the strategic en-
vironment, new strategic and doctrinal documents
are to be drafted in the upcoming period.

The main development planning documents are
the Strategic Defence Review of the Republic of Serbia,

In addition
to the main development planning documents, mid-
term plans and programmes for the development of
functions in the Ministry of Defence and the Serbi-
an Armed Forces, the Ministerial Guidance, as well
as the Mid-Term Plan of the Ministry of Defence, are
drawn up.

The main development planning documents de-
termine the capabilities of the defence system in the
field of military and civil defence, directions and pri-
orities of the defence system development, measures
that need to be taken to close the gap between the re-
quired and existing capabilities, defence financing, as
well as other issues important for the functioning and
development of the defence system.

The main use of forces planning documents are
the Plan for the Defence of the Republic of Serbia and
the Plan for the use of the Serbian Armed Forces as
its integral part.

The main planning documents for the develop-
ment and planning documents for the use of forces
are classified and not available to the public.

International Defence Cooperation

Security challenges and threats in the contempo-
rary world show deep interdependency of states and
regions, which induces the need for cooperation and a
common approach to security on regional and global
levels. The fact that the Republic of Serbia cooperates
with over 70 states and international security organ-
isations is a very important element of defence and
foreign policy. Cooperation in the area of defence with
numerous international actors strengthens our na-
tional security and provides international support to
the defence system development and conditions for
the promotion of our defence industry in the global
market of arms and military equipment. The activi-
ties of international cooperation provide support for
accomplishing duties, missions and tasks of the Minis-
try of Defence and the Serbian Armed Forces strength-
ening the reputation of our country on a global level.

Through multilateral and bilateral military coop-
eration the Republic of Serbia promotes its commit-
ment to military neutrality making efforts to be ac-
knowledged as such by other states and international
organisations. Our country seeks to cooperate with in-
ternational actors in a balanced way, in accordance
with its interests and needs.

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The Republic of Serbia pays special attention to
an active engagement in the United Nations and Or-
ganisation for Security and Cooperation in Europe, as
well as the cooperation with European Union, NATO
and other organisations. In the changed geopolitical
circumstances with the apparent antagonism among
great powers, the Republic of Serbia with its actions
promotes cooperative security, most of all with its
multilateral approach to security issues. Namely, our
country contributes to global security by its participa-
tion in the dialogue and practical cooperation in the
framework of international security and defence ini-
tiatives, by the implementation of international agree-
ments and conventions, as well as its participation in
multinational operations.

The members of the Ministry of Defence and
the Serbian Armed Forces are deployed in the Unit-
ed Nations multinational operations in Lebanon
(UNIFIL), Cyprus (UNFICYP), the Middle East (UNTSO)
and the Central African Republic (MINUSCA). Apart
from this, our members are deployed in European
Union military missions and crisis management op-
erations in the Gulf of Aden and Spain (EUNAVFOR
SOMALIA - Operation ATALANTA), Somalia (EUTM
SOMALIA) and the Central African Republic (EUTM
RCA). The deployment in the operation of Multina-
tional Forces and Observers in the Sinai Peninsula
(MFO) provides additional contribution to the secu-
rity in the Middle East.

The intention of the Republic of Serbia is to, in
accordance with its capacities and national interests,
increase the number of multinational operations in
which the members of the Serbian Armed Forces are
engaged, such as, for example, the deployment in the
European Union crisis management mission in Mo-
zambique (EUTM MOZAMBIQUE). When it comes to
the structure of the deployed forces, the plan is to in-
crease the representation of personnel on staff and
observer duties while gradually reducing the partic-
ipation of medical personnel.

The Republic of Serbia continuously strengthens
the profile of its engagement in the European Union
Common Security and Defence Policy. The previ-
ous period was characterised by the beginning of
the engagement within the European Union Battle-
group Concept. The engagement in the battlegroup
HELBROC contributes to further building of military
capabilities and reaching interoperability with the
armed forces of the European Union member states.

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The contractual relationship with the European De-
fence Agency and the participation of our country in
establishing the Multinational Helicopter Training
Centre (MHTC) in Portugal have been significant steps
forward in the cooperation with the European Union.

Regional cooperation is one of the foreign pol-
icy priorities and our country is a full member of
all regional security initiatives (South-Eastern Europe
Defence Ministerial, Balkan CHODs Conference — B-9,
Centre for Security Cooperation — RACVIAC and Balkan
Medical Task Force— BMTF), except for the US-Adriatic
Charter (A-5) where we have the observer status. The
regional cooperation activities are particularly im-
portant for building trust, which, besides contribut-
ing to stability, creates conditions for the states of the
region to cooperate more closely, and allows us to de-
velop our own potential.

The Republic of Serbia pays special attention to
bilateral cooperation in the area of defence with the
most important actors of international relations. Ac-
cordingly, significant results have been achieved in
the cooperation with the United States of America,
the People’s Republic of China, the Russian Federa-
tion, the European Union member states and the re-
gional states. In the previous period there have been
intentions to establish and develop the defence coop-
eration with the countries in the Middle East, Africa,
Asia and South America, especially with those that
have been our traditional partners.

By leading a principled defence policy based on
international law the Republic of Serbia continues to
improve and develop relations in the area of defence
with states and international organisations, in accor-
dance with its national and defence interests.

tage and the experiences from the liberation and de-
fensive wars. Having in mind the nature, complex-
ity and intensity of the current security challenges
and threats, it is estimated that the defence interests
of the Republic of Serbia can be best protected and
accomplished through the joint engagement of the
Serbian Armed Forces and other elements of the de-
fence system.

The Total Defence Concept was adopted by the
Government in September 2023, at the proposal of the
Ministry of Defence and with the previous approv-
al of the President of the Republic. The document is
classified and as such is not available to the public.

Total defence implies a broad spectrum of joint,
coordinated and hierarchically organised measures,
procedures and activities, both combat and non-com-
bat, with the aim to protect and pursue the national
and defence interests of the Republic of Serbia.

Its aim of total defence is the preservation of sov-
ereignty, independence and territorial integrity of the
Republic of Serbia, as well as its internal stability and
the security of its citizens. In peacetime it is conducted
by timely comprehensive preparations of all elements
of the defence system to counter security challenges
and threats. In the state of emergency or at war it im-
plies the integral engagement of defence forces and
defence resources of the Republic of Serbia, within a
comprehensive and unified response of the defence
system to emerging security challenges and threats.

In order to prepare and conduct total defence the
state relies on its own potentials not excluding the
possibility of cooperation with other states and mili-
tary organisations.

Total defence includes military and civil defence
and it is planned, organised and conducted in peace-
time, state of emergency and war. Military and civ-
il defence represent an integrated and coordinated
response of the elements and forces of the defence
system to national security challenges and threats.
Military defence is a part of defence of the Republic
of Serbia directed to the preparations for defence and
the defence of the country by military means, using
the Serbian Armed Forces and other armed defence

forces. Civil defence is a part of defence directed to
the preparations for defence and the defence by using
non-military means and other defence forces.

Building resilience of the society, state and citi-
zens against the emerging security threats to enable
them to continue functioning in unfavourable con-
ditions is an especially important issue in the prepa-
rations for total defence and its conduct. Strengthen-
ing resilience, especially the resilience of the defence
system and the critical infrastructure, is a significant
factor of deterrence. Moreover, boosting patriotism
and morale within the population, as well as the in-
dividual preparations of citizens for the defence con-
tribute to resilience, and thus to the overall readiness
for defence of the Republic of Serbia.

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he defence system of the Republic of Serbia is es-

tablished to protect and pursue the defence inter-
ests in peacetime, state of emergency or war.

The main tasks of the defence system are iden-
tification of security challenges and threats, assess-
ment of probability and intensity of threats, armed
threats deterrence, development of military and civ-
il defence capabilities, defence preparations, defence
against armed threats and protection of security of the
Republic of Serbia and its citizens, providing condi-
tions for functioning of the government during the
preparations for defence and defence itself, provid-
ing conditions for life and work of the citizens during
the preparations for defence and during defence itself,
civil protection and the contribution to the preserva-
tion of peace and security in the region and beyond.

The defence system, as a part of the national se-
curity system, consists of the managing and the ex-
ecutive part.

The managing part of the defence system is com-
posed of the National Assembly, the President of the
Republic, the Government, the Ministry of Defence,
the Serbian Armed Forces General Staff and the Na-
tional Security Council. The managing part directs
functioning and development of the defence system
and provides prerequisites for military and civil de-
fence by using the Serbian Armed Forces and oth-
er defence forces in peacetime, state of emergency
or war.

The executive part of the defence system made of
the Serbian Armed Forces and other defence forces,
by its preventive actions and successful use of forces
and elimination of risks and consequences of securi-
ty threats, ensures protection and pursuance of the
defence interests of the Republic of Serbia. The de-
fence forces are organised as the forces for military
defence and forces for the civil defence.

The Serbian Armed Forces and other armed de-
fence forces are in charge of the military defence.
The Serbian Armed Forces are an organised armed
force whose task is to defend the Republic of Serbia
from armed threats and perform other missions and
tasks in accordance with the Constitution, laws and
the international law principles that regulate the use
of force. Other armed defence forces are special police
units, specialised police units and intervention police
units that, in accordance with their purpose, tasks and
capabilities can conduct combat activities in the state
of emergency and war within the military defence.

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Civil defence is performed by state bodies, state
administration bodies, bodies of autonomous prov-
inces, bodies of local self-government units, civil pro-
tection units, business companies, other legal enti-
ties, entrepreneurs of importance for defence and
citizens, in accordance with defence plans and de-
velopment plans.

In order to establish a unified command and man-
agement of the defence forces in the state of emergen-
cy and war, the Supreme Command and the Supreme
Command Headquarters are to be formed. The de-
fence forces meant for the civil defence are supposed
to be managed by the civil defence commands that
are formed based on the territorial principle.

To implement the Total Defence Concept in the
future period the legal framework will be upgraded
and the defence system development planning, doc-
trinary and use of forces planning documents will
be adjusted.

he Serbian Armed Forces defend the country from

the external armed threats and perform other mis-
sions and tasks stated in the Defence Strategy of the
Republic of Serbia, and in accordance with the Con-
stitution, laws and international law principles that
regulate the use of force.

The Serbian Armed Forces are under democratic
and civilian control.

Pursuant to the law, the Serbian Armed Forces in-
tegrate all participants in combat operations and are
in charge of commanding all the forces conducting
combat actions in the state of emergency or war, in
accordance with the Doctrine of the Serbian Armed
Forces. They can perform other tasks upon the deci-
sion of the National Assembly.

The Serbian Armed Forces General Staff is a spe-
cial internal unit within the Ministry of Defence of
the Republic of Serbia and it is the highest profession-
al and staff authority for the preparation and use of
the Serbian Armed Forces in peace and war.

The Armed Forces are structurally divided into
arms of service, branches and services, and function-
ally organised into commands, units and institutions,

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and logistics systems, relying on the state’s available
resources.

Arms of service are Army and Air Force and Air
Defence. They are integrated organisational entities
of branches and services which are relatively self-sus-
tainable in combat actions on the land and in the air.

Branches of the Serbian Armed Forces are infan-
try, armour, artillery, engineers, artillery-rocket units
for antiaircraft defence, aviation, river units and elec-
tronic warfare units.

Services in the Serbian Armed Forces are divid-
ed into general and logistic ones. General services are
personnel, telecommunications, air surveillance and
early warning, nuclear-biological-chemical, intelli-
gence, security, information, geodetic, meteorology
and navigation, finance, legal affairs, musical and re-
ligious services. Logistic services are technical, quar-
termaster, medical, veterinary, transport and move-
ment, and construction.

In order to be more capable of performing mis-
sions and tasks, the organisation of the Serbian
Armed Forces will be optimised in accordance with
the changes in the strategic context and the nature of
security challenges and threats.

The present capabilities of the Serbian Armed
Forces ensure accomplishment of the assigned mis-
sions and tasks. The activities of the Serbian Armed
Forces in the forthcoming period will be focused on
building a broad spectrum of capabilities for armed
threats deterrence and defence against the armed
threat to the country. Moreover, the development of
capabilities needed for the participation in multina-
tional operations will be continued in accordance
with the established defence policy. The Serbian
Armed Forces will continue to engage available ca-
pabilities and capacities for providing support to the
civil authorities in countering non-military threats.

Reaching the needed level of capabilities of
the Serbian Armed Forces and other defence forces
is an ongoing process to be continued in accordance
with the initiated directions of development based on
the defence system development plans. Special atten-
tion in the Serbian Armed Forces capability develop-
ment will be paid to enhancement of firepower, mo-
bility, sustainability, resilience and force protection
in a multidimensional and dynamic operational en-
vironment. The priorities are improving capabilities
for combat support, air defence, cyber and electronic
warfare, and remote controlled warfare.

Consequently,
the measures are taken for improving the living stan-
dard and status of the members of the Ministry of De-
fence and the Serbian Armed Forces and enhancing
their working and living conditions.

Professional career development is directed to
creating conditions for the employees to complete
their assigned duties and tasks in a quality manner.
Consequently, the career of individuals is constantly
monitored, their career is planned within the special-
ties, and they are promoted according to the needs
of the defence system. Career management is based
on the review of system indicators determined by fu-
ture structure and cadre projections, as well as per-
sonal characteristics.

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Professional career is developed through educa-
tion, upskiling, promotion and management on func-
tional duties. Education and upskilling, based on the
modular acquiring of knowledge and skills, ensure
the necessary competencies of employees. The pro-
motion system is adapted to the abilities of individu-
als and the needs of the defence system.

National service is the right and duty of the citi-
zens to prepare and train for the participation in the
defence of the country. National service is a general
duty, and it consists of recruitment, military service,
civil service and being part of the reserve forces.

Military service is done in the commands, units
and institutions of the Serbian Armed Forces, with or
without arms, and it lasts for six months. Military ser-
vice with arms is the most important and complete
way of preparation of the citizens for the defence of
the country.

The National Assembly of the Republic of Serbia
in 2010 adopted the decision to suspend the compul-
sory military service and it is now carried out on a
voluntary basis. The present strategic context, mili-
tary neutrality, opting for implementation of the to-
tal defence concept and the need to strengthen the
defence capabilities of the country impose the need
to reconsider the decision on the suspension of the
compulsory military service.

Reserve forces include all the citizens of the Re-
public of Serbia who are capable of serving in re-
serve forces and are not older than 60 (male) or 50
(female). The reserve force personnel can be posted
to war commands, units and institutions of the Serbi-
an Armed Forces and the Ministry of Defence, or to
the units of civil defence and other defence forces.

The conscripts that completed their voluntary
military service with arms are primarily assigned
to reserve forces of the Serbian Armed Forces, and
in case of need, to other defence forces, except for
those who are assigned to serve within the Minis-
try of Internal Affairs and the Security Information
Agency. Conscientious objectors that completed civil
service are assigned, in principle, to civil protection
units. The Serbian Armed Forces reserve is composed
of active reserve and passive reserve and consists
of reserve officers, non-commissioned officers, and
soldiers.

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M aterial resources comprise natural, economic, fi-
nancial, information and other resources of the
Republic of Serbia which are engaged for defence pur-
poses. Material resources management is focused pri-
marily on acquisition of modern systems of arms and
military equipment and provision of necessary quar-
termaster service and infrastructure for the Ministry
of Defence and the Serbian Armed Forces.

Arms and Military Equipment

Arms and military equipment are one of the cru-
cial resources for the defence of the state. The Re-
public of Serbia has a rich, long tradition of its own
research and development in the field of arms and
military equipment done in the scientific-research
organisations of the Ministry of Defence, defence in-
dustry and civil faculties and institutes.

The acquisition of arms and military equipment
is carried out through research, development and
production and procurement of new assets and sys-
tems, and modernisation of existing combat systems.
In the process of arms and military equipment ac-
quisition scientific-research and production capaci-
ties of the Republic of Serbia are primarily used, fol-
lowed by the procurement of modern sophisticated
systems from abroad.

Research and Development

Research and development of arms and military
equipment is done primarily in the defence system
institutions and it is focused on developing modern
arms and equipment in accordance with the latest
world trends. Apart from the institutions that are
state-owned wholly or partially, at the domestic mar-
ket in the last period there have appeared privately
owned companies and institutes intensively dealing
with the development of arms and military equip-
ment. This contributed to the enhancement of over-
all arms and military equipment research and devel-
opment capacities.

To improve efficiency, management of devel-
opment and modernisation of arms and military
equipment will be centralised, and cooperation with
relevant domestic and foreign institutions will be ad-
vanced.

Acquisition of assets and systems of arms and
military equipment is adapted to the characteristics

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of modern conflicts and is focused on the procure-
ment of cutting-edge assets. When the assets are pro-
cured from abroad, there is a tendency to diversify
the source of the procurement and make agreements
with foreign partners to include technology transfer
and employment of production capacities in the Re-
public of Serbia. The contracts also include the pro-
curement of integral logistic support to expand the
life-cycle of the assets.

Priorities in the equipping and development of
the weapons systems and military equipment are:
modernising weapons using the existing platforms,
sub-systems and components, gradual acquiring of
new technologies and the application of the exist-
ing technologies on a broad spectrum of platforms,
‘spiral’ development (development/modernisation
of arms and military equipment in phases, with
equipping after each phase); giving priority to proj-
ects that can produce results in equipping the Serbi-
an Armed Forces with new and modernised assets
more quickly.

Procurement of weapons for the Serbian Armed
Forces from the domestic industry has risen signifi-
cantly after 2015 primarily due to state investments
and the investments of companies in equipment and
technologies and a stable budgeting focused on in-
vestment.

In the area of acquisition, the focus will be on
digitisation, by advancing the telecommunication
and information network, significant expansion of
sensor network and their connecting into modern
command and information systems in order to con-
trol the fire of the organic combat support systems,
artillery and aviation. As part of the general roboti-
sation the Serbian Armed Forces are to be equipped
with unmanned ground and air platforms from tac-
tical to strategic level that will be connected into the
command and information system in order to im-
prove situational awareness, command capabilities,
force protection and fire power. Remotely controlled
platforms will be gradually replaced with robotic
platforms.

The Army Armament

Within the plans and programs for the acquisi-
tion of modern arms and military equipment for the
Army, the projects are primarily aimed at the mod-
ernisation of the branches with the greatest strik-
ing power (infantry, armoured units and artillery).

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In this regard, the most significant results of the
equipping and modernisation projects in the Army
units can be noticed in the development and acqui-
sitions of new and modernisation of existing artil-
lery systems where their reaction time is significantly
shortened, firepower is increased and data recep-
tion from various ground and air sensors is enabled.
Also, the protection of mobile infantry units, primar-
ily mechanised infantry, was increased by equipping
them with modern high-mobility wheeled vehicles
with an increased ballistic protection. Such vehicles
are also equipped with modern optoelectronic re-
connaissance and sighting systems and various types
of remotely controlled combat stations. In addition,
the ranges for conducting anti-armour combat have
been increased, the individual protection of soldiers
and the night vision and target-coordinates measur-
ing capabilities have been improved, while equip-
ping with ground robotic platforms made it possi-
ble to significantly reduce the exposure of soldiers
in combat and reconnaissance missions.

Among the most significant combat assets at
the disposal of the Army units, as well as the assets
whose acquisition for the Army units has begun and
is planned, are the tank M-84(A) and the modernised
tank M-84AS1/2, the modernised infantry fighting ve-
hicle BVP M-80AB1/2, T-72MS tank, ‘Lazar 3’ wheeled
armoured fighting vehicle, M16 ‘Milos’ wheeled ar-
moured fighting vehicle, MRAP M20 6x6 armoured
combat vehicle, BRDM-2MS armoured reconnais-
sance vehicle, HMMWYV high-mobility off-road ar-
moured motor vehicles, 155 mm ‘Nora’ B-52 M15
self-propelled howitzer, 128 mm M17 ‘Oganj digi-
tised’ and M18 ‘Oganj modular’ self-propelled mul-
tiple rocket launchers, 251 ‘Gvozdika’ modernised
self-propelled howitzer, ‘Kornet’ anti-tank missile
system and new small arms of domestic production.

The Army priorities in the coming period are fur-
ther acquisitions of modern artillery and armoured
combat vehicles, new generation of guided artillery
missiles, modernised tanks, modernised tracked ve-
hicles, modernised and new wheeled vehicles with
an increased level of protection and all-terrain vehi-
cles, small arms with increased range and efficien-
cy, multispectral masking assets and equipping spe-
cial units with equipment for special tasks, as well
as equipping them with remotely controlled and ro-
botic systems.

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Air Force and Air Defence Armament

As part of plans and programmes for equipping
the Air Force and Air Defence, the projects are primar-
ily aimed at acquisition of new airplanes and helicop-
ters, unmanned aerial vehicles, air defence systems
and systems for air surveillance and early warning.
Through the implementation of acquisition and mod-
ernisation projects, the capabilities for airspace pro-
tection, vertical transport, air fire support and recon-
naissance have been multiplied.

Among the most important combat assets and
military equipment at the disposal of the Air Force
and Air Defence units, as well as the assets whose
acquisition has begun and is planned, are the MiG-
29SM fighter, the NJ-22MA1 ‘Orao’ fighter-bomber,
the Mi-35 helicopter, H-145M helicopter, FK-3 air
defence missile systems, S-125M ‘Neva’ M1T and
2K12 ‘Kub’ SM, ‘Pancir’ S1 and PASARS air defence
systems, CASA C-295MW transport airplanes and
‘Pegaz’, CH-92A, CH-95 and ‘Vrabac’ unmanned ae-
rial vehicles.

Acquisition priorities in the coming period are
the procurement of modern multi-purpose aircraft
and helicopters, guided air weapons, continued
equipping with unmanned aerial vehicles, primar-
ily from own development, improvement of fight-
er-bomber capabilities to engage with guided air-
to-ground weapons, increase of transport aviation
capacities, improvement of fielded air defence capa-
bilities by acquiring new and modernising existing
air defence systems with improved capabilities for
combating drones, as well as complete modernisa-
tion of the radar network based on modern surveil-
lance and fielded air defence radars as well as ad-
vanced automation systems.

Defence Industry

The defence industry is of strategic importance
for the defence of the Republic of Serbia, bearing in
mind the military neutrality and orientation towards
implementation of the total defence concept.

The defence technological and industrial de-
fence base of the Republic of Serbia consists of com-
panies that produce and finalise arms and military
equipment, subcontractors, scientific research or-
ganisations and laboratories. The core of the defence
technological and industrial base is represented by
the Serbian Defence Industry Group, which con-
sists of specialised mostly state-owned companies.

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The defence technological and industrial base also
includes a significant number of predominantly pri-
vately owned companies that have individual capac-
ities for the production of arms and military equip-
ment and thus, as additional capacity in metallurgy,
metal processing and mechanical engineering, elec-
tronic, chemical and textile industries, they comple-
ment the national capacities for arms and military
equipment production.

The past ten years (2013-2023) saw significant in-
vestments in revitalizing and improving of Serbian
Defence Industry Group production capacities — with
a total value of around 193.5 million euros. In addi-
tion, in the first investment cycle from 2017, the state
directly invested another 49.7 million euros, and in
2023, the second investment cycle worth 100 million
euros was launched.

In the defence industrial complex of the Republic
of Serbia, the company Jugoimport-SDPR plays a sig-
nificant role, as a state-owned company with a suc-
cessful decades-long tradition in arms and military
equipment trade and technology transfer.

The focus in the further operation and develop-
ment of the defence industry is on the improvement
of technological lines for the production of new arms
and military equipment and modernisation of the ex-
isting ones for the needs of the Serbian Armed Forc-
es, improvement of research and development and
the expansion of production programmes, while in-
creasing the productivity and efficiency.

Quartermaster Service

As a function of logistics, the quartermasters ser-
vice ensures timely and full-scale planning, organi-
sation and implementation of tasks in order to meet
the needs of members of the Serbian Armed Forces in
terms of meals, clothing, water and energy supplies.

Using the scientific knowledge, technical-techno-
logical capacities, acquired experience, dietary habits
and traditions of the population, and in accordance
with the psychophysical stress and requirements,
in a prescribed, regular and health-correct manner
ensures high-quality and complete fulfilment of the
energy-biological needs of the Serbian Armed Forc-
es personnel in nutrition, both in peacetime and in
emergencies and war.

In accordance with standards, norms and needs,
following the domestic and foreign experiences,
the Serbian Armed Forces personnel are provided

ment. Using new modern materials, improving the
existing ones and introducing new items of clothing
improved the functionality and protection from var-
ious weather influences, thus reaching the level of
modernisation in accordance with the trends in the
developed countries.

Providing sufficient reserves of food items and
clothing, personal and collective equipment for peace-
time and wartime personnel ensured the required
degree of autonomy for the Serbian Armed Forces.

The achieved level is to be improved in the forth-
coming period by providing a new individual ration,
the variety of which will fully satisfy the energy-bi-
ological requirements of the Serbian Armed Forces
personnel during the performance of their assigned
tasks in the field conditions when regular nutrition
is not possible, and the variety of components will
enable the satisfaction of different eating habits. En-
hancing the protection of the Serbian Armed Forces
personnel against various weather influences and
improving the quality of life and work in field condi-
tions will be made possible by equipping them with
sets of modern field clothing, personal and collective
equipment, as well as by equipping them with mod-
ern combat assets.

This will be realised primarily through develop-
ment, acquisition of production and production in
cooperation with domestic partners, with the aim of
encouraging domestic production and mastering new
technologies for the production of materials and fin-
ished products, as well as purchasing finished goods
from the market.

Military Infrastructure

Taking measures within the infrastructure en-
sures adequate conditions for the life and work of
personnel, storage of equipment and material re-
sources and the construction of specific military fa-
cilities for accomplishing specific tasks of the Serbi-
an Armed Forces. Infrastructure tasks are carried out
by engagement of resources of the Ministry of De-
fence, the Serbian Armed Forces and specialised ci-
vilian companies.

In the previous period, a significant number of
tasks of construction and investment maintenance
of infrastructure facilities used by the Ministry of De-
fence and the Serbian Armed Forces were accom-
plished. The reconstruction, adaptation, construction

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and maintenance of facilities have improved the liv-
ing and working conditions of members of the Min-
istry of Defence and the Serbian Armed Forces. The
emphasis in the implementation of tasks is on the con-
struction and maintenance of facilities for accommo-
dation and training, as well as facilities for the accom-
modation of arms and equipment. Special attention is
paid to improving the infrastructure used by military
medical institutions. The Ministry of Defence made a
significant contribution to the fight against the coro-
na virus by participating in the construction of hos-
pitals in Batajnica, KruSevac and Novi Sad.

The in-country deployment of units of the Serbian
Armed Forces will be based on a developed network
of military facilities, permanent and modular, with a
tendency to move from urban areas and concentrate
on a smaller number of locations, which will reduce
the overall expenditures of the defence system. The
infrastructure used by the Serbian Armed Forces will
adapt to changes in its strength.

Major tasks in the field of infrastructure will be
focused on the construction, adaptation and upgrad-
ing of posts, accommodation capacities and mainte-
nance facilities for complex combat systems, facilities
for accommodation and training of newly established
units and reinforced units, capacities for storage of
ordnance and propellants, test centres and training
ranges, aviation infrastructures and installations, sta-
tionary infrastructure and backbone optical network.

In pursuit of these objectives, the support will be
on the existing purposeful military complexes and fa-
cilities and their adaptation to suit the current needs
of the defence system.

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efence funding is based on the economic poten-

tial of the Republic of Serbia, the objectives and
tasks of the defence system, established priorities and
assumed obligations. In the process of defence bud-
geting, long-term, mid-term and annual priorities are
determined and preconditions are created for the eco-
nomical and efficient use of the approved funds.

The procedure for preparing and adopting the
budget is carried out according to the budget calen-
dar established by law. Transparency in defence plan-
ning and funding is achieved through the budgeting
procedure for budget formulation, adoption, execu-
tion, reporting, control and audit.

Defence is funded from resources determined by
the Law on Budget of the Republic of Serbia on an an-
nual basis. Main sources of defence funding are gen-
eral revenues and emoluments from the budget, own
revenues of budget beneficiaries, voluntary transfers
of natural and legal persons, income from the sale of
non-financial assets, undistributed surplus revenues
from previous years and unspent funds from dona-
tions, aid and transfers from previous years.

The Republic of Serbia has strived in the previ-
ous period to provide 2% gross domestic product for
defence financing, in accordance with the methodol-
ogy of the International Monetary Fund.

The Ministry of Defence strives to ensure a bal-
anced cost structure that will serve the purpose of de-
veloping the defence system. Through continuous ef-
forts, a relatively favourable structure was achieved,
especially when it comes to investment expenditures,
which were primarily aimed at the acquisition and
modernisation of arms and military equipment. With
the trend of higher allocations for investments, the
character of the budget has also changed from con-
sumption-oriented to development-oriented.

Since 2012, the salaries of professional armed
forces members have increased by 107%. The aver-
age salary in December 2012 was euros 379, while in
April 2023 it was euros 786. After the consolidation of
public finances, salaries have significantly increased
since 2016 so that concluding with the increase of Jan-
uary 2023, the cumulative increase ranges from 86
to 144% depending on the rank, qualifications, ser-
vice in the military healthcare system, or service in
the Ministry of Defence or the Serbian Armed Forces.

Priorities in the forthcoming period are alloca-
tions to create conditions for the implementation of
the total defence concept, equipping with modern

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ilitary education is intended to achieve the goals

that arise from the nature of military service and
the conditions under which jobs for the needs of de-
fence are performed. The goals of military education
relate to the schooling and upskilling of professional
members of the Serbian Armed Forces, civil servants
and civilians for the performance of jobs and tasks
within the purview of the Ministry of Defence and the
Serbian Armed Forces, as well as to the development
of scientific-research and expert cadre.

Military education includes schooling, upskill-
ing and military professional development. School-
ing includes secondary education and upbringing
and higher education acquired in military education-
al institutions. Upskilling refers to all forms of educa-
tion during the lifetime of professional members of
the Serbian Armed Forces and civil servants that are
implemented by military educational institutions, as
well as units and institutions of the Ministry of De-
fence and the Serbian Armed Forces. Military profes-
sional development includes the training of candi-
dates for reserve officers of the Serbian Armed Forces
and candidates for admission to professional mili-
tary service.

For the needs of military education, there are spe-
cial organisational units that organise and conduct
academic studies, special upskilling programmes and
secondary education.

Schooling of cadre in academic studies is carried
out at the Defence University in Belgrade. The De-
fence University conducts undergraduate studies, in-
tegrated academic studies, master studies and doctor-
al studies in the educational and scientific fields of
social sciences and humanities, natural sciences and
mathematics, technical and technological sciences
and medical science.

The Defence University includes higher educa-
tion institutions such as the Military Academy and
the Medical Faculty of the Military Medical Academy,
that have accredited study programmes at all levels of
academic education. In addition to education for pro-
fessional officers, the Military Academy provides edu-
cation and training for future reserve officers as well.
The Defence University and the higher-education in-
stitutions within its composition are also accredited
as scientific research organisations, in accordance
with the requirements of modern higher-education
system in the Republic of Serbia.

he Military healthcare system is harmonised with

the law regulating healthcare in the Republic of
Serbia and is part of its healthcare system. In addi-
tion to the healthcare of the military insured, the ex-
isting capacities of the military healthcare system are
made available to all citizens of the Republic of Ser-
bia. The engagement of the military healthcare sys-
tem goes beyond the borders of the Republic of Serbia
considering the significant representation of the mil-
itary medical capacities in multinational operations.

Healthcare is intended to preserve and improve
health, prevent, suppress or detect early-stage dis-
eases, injuries and other health disorders and im-
plement timely and effective treatment and rehabil-
itation. Special attention is paid to ensuring that all
healthcare activities are safe, secure and efficient, and
that they are in accordance with the principles of pro-
fessional ethics.

Healthcare is carried out by the military health-
care system, which was established to implement and
ensure healthcare. The military healthcare system
consists of healthcare departments - clinics within the
units and institutions of the Ministry of Defence and
the Serbian Armed Forces, military health institutions
organisationally related to the Ministry of Defence,
health workers and health associates who perform
healthcare activities in military healthcare institutions
and military medical units and institutions.

Organisation-wise the military healthcare system
is managed by the Military Healthcare Department
that reports directly to the Minister of Defence. The
basic organisational units of the military healthcare
system are the Military Medical Academy, Belgrade
Centre of Military Medical Institutions, Novi Sad Mil-
itary Hospital and Ni$ Military Hospital.

Equipping military healthcare institutions with
state-of-the-art equipment, and schooling and upskill-
ing of the medical cadre ensures conditions for fur-
ther development of the healthcare sector.

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cientific research in the field of defence represents

the organised and systematic work of scientific re-
search organisations, higher education units of the
Defence University and military institutions with-
in the Ministry of Defence and the Serbian Armed
Forces, which is undertaken for the purpose of car-
rying out fundamental, applied and developmental
research and discovering new scientific knowledge
and methods by using that knowledge in development
and strengthening of the defence system.

Scientific research contributes to the develop-
ment of the defence system by applying new knowl-
edge, in order to strengthen defence capabilities so as
to respond to contemporary security challenges and
threats. Inventive work in the Ministry of Defence and
the Serbian Armed Forces encourages the creation of
new technological, technical, organisational and oth-
er solutions having importance for defence and im-
provement of the existing ones. Through innovations
in cooperation with the responsible institutions, as-
sistance is provided to authors of innovations in the
process of intellectual property protection.

In the Ministry of Defence and the Serbian Armed
Forces, the most important scientific research capa-
bilities are in scientific research organisations (Stra-
tegic Research Institute, Military Technical Institute,
Technical Test Centre and Military Geography Institute
‘General Stevan Boskovi¢’), higher education units of
the Defence University (Military Academy and Med-
ical Faculty of the Military Medical Academy), and a
military institution carrying out scientific research
(Centre for Applied Mathematics and Electronics).

In the forthcoming period, the influence of sci-
ence and technology on the overall development of
the defence system will increase. The ability to accept
and apply new technologies will be one of the basic
determinants in building defence capabilities. In this
regard, the scientific research capacities will be im-
proved by constant upskilling of personnel, procure-
ment of the most modern equipment and assets, and
development of the infrastructure. Special attention
will also be paid also to the promotion and application
of innovations and the latest scientific and technolog-
ical advances. At the same time, cooperation with do-
mestic and foreign partners is to be developed in or-
der to improve the exchange of knowledge and the
transfer of technologies.

ublic relations in the Ministry of Defence and the

Serbian Armed Forces represent a communica-
tion system for timely, complete and accurate inform-
ing of the national and international public about the
most important activities and processes in the de-
fence system.

The Ministry of Defence and the Serbian Armed
Forces communicate with the public through inter-
nal (own) and external channels. Internal commu-
nication channels include the Ministry of Defence
and the Serbian Armed Forces websites, the ‘Odbra-
na’ magazine and official accounts of the Ministry
of Defence and the Serbian Armed Forces on social
networks. External communication channels are the
media (television, radio, press and internet portals)
through which appropriate information and messag-
es are conveyed to the public, in accordance with the
laws and codes regulating that area.

Public relations include promotional (marketing)
activity, publishing, cinematography, music and ex-
hibition activities, as well as the organisation of spe-
cial events.

Tradition and Culture

Military traditions form a significant segment of
the preservation of national and spiritual identity and
contribute to strengthening morale, military spirit
and military values. Historical experiences, cherish-
ing fighting, liberating and religious traditions, patri-
otism, as well as the willingness to stand up and sac-
rifice for them are the main motivational factors in
performing tasks in the defence of the country.

Preservation of tradition includes a range of var-
ious activities, such as celebrations of national and
military holidays, commemoration of the anniver-
saries of historical events from the liberation wars
of Serbia, anniversaries of deaths of Serbian rulers
and military leaders, commemoration of internation-
al activities dedicated to keeping the solemn memory
of the victims of armed conflicts, and more.

Cultural activities improve the potential of mem-
bers of the Ministry of Defence and the Serbian Armed
Forces and promote national values. Museum, archi-
val, cinematographic, library-information, music and
publishing activities are of particular importance.

Institutions of cultural and historical importance
are the Military Museum, the Air Force Museum, the
Military Archive, the “Zastava Film’ Military Film

The symbols of the Serbian Armed Forces are the
coat of arms of the Serbian Armed Forces, military
flags, military insignia and other symbols of the Serbi-
an Armed Forces. The coat of arms of the Serbian
Armed Forces is the basic symbol of the Armed Forc-
es and, in addition to the uniform; represents its vi-
sual identity through stylisation according to the he-
raldic rules. Military flags are characteristic symbols
that traditionally symbolise the military affiliation,
military honour and unity of the unit. Military insig-
nia are stylised elements on military uniforms, which
identify the Serbian Armed Forces personnel in ser-
vice in a systematised and generally accepted way
showing their professional competences.

Military and Religion

The religious service in the Serbian Armed Forc-
es is organised for the purpose of practicing freedom
of religion, strengthening the spiritual and moral val-
ues of the Serbian Armed Forces personnel, fostering
military virtues and patriotism, as well as shaping
civic responsibility.

Military priests, or religious service officers, are
appointed to formation positions at all levels of com-
mand, and they are subordinate to the unit command-
ers and the heads of the organisations in which they
serve. They perform their service as the religious ser-
vice officers. Military priests, that is, religious service
officers, perform religious rites and ceremonies, and
other religion-related activities.

Civil-Military Cooperation

Civil-military cooperation is an indispensable el-
ement of contemporary military operations, which
establishes the liaison and coordination between the
military forces and various participants in the civilian
environment in the Serbian Armed Forces missions.

Civil-military Cooperation in the Serbian Armed
Forces is organised at the strategic, operational and
tactical levels. Those tasks are performed by special-
ly trained personnel and units of the Serbian Armed
Forces i.e. Civil-military Cooperation elements. If nec-
essary, Civil-military Cooperation is conducted in tem-
porary centres established in the operations, for the
purpose of coordinated planning and conduct of joint
activities.

In accordance with modern trends and achieve-
ments of developed democratic societies, the Minis-
try of Defence and the Serbian Armed Forces have
specifically regulated the area of building integrity,
with the aim to strengthen transparency, account-
ability and reduce the risk of corruption. The actions
of the organisational units of the Ministry of Defence
and the Serbian Armed Forces are primarily preven-
tive, and in the case of corrupt behaviour, prescribed
measures are taken.

The Ministry of Defence and the Serbian Armed
Forces have achieved significant results in the area of
building integrity and profiled themselves as an ex-
ample of good practice both in the Republic of Serbia
and in the international environment.

Cooperation with Civil Society

The Ministry of Defence actively participates in
various cooperation activities with civil society organ-
isations, while observing the underpinning principles
of democratic societies and recognising the need for
the civil society to participate in the most important
security and defence processes. In this sense, coop-
eration has been established with numerous associ-
ations and other civil society organisations, in accor-
dance with mutual interests.

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In the the light of contemporary changes and dy-
namics of international relations, multipolarity is
more and more distinguished as a key characteristic
that shapes the global order. After the period of uni-
polarity, the strengthening of new economic and mili-
tary powers, as well as the increasingly important role
of regional actors, lead to redistribution of power and
change in the balance of power, which can be a source
of heightened tensions between the great powers.

The strategic environment of the Republic
of Serbia is becoming increasingly complex, rapidly
changing and difficult to predict. It is a consequence of
the action of numerous factors, such as the change in
relations between the great powers, globalisation and
fragmentation, demographic trends, competition for
resources, economic inequality, separatism, extrem-
ism, climate change, and the like. The pace of change
and unpredictability are special challenges, because
new situations and unforeseen events can directly af-
fect the security of the Republic of Serbia.

The characteristics of the strategic context of the
Republic of Serbia require the development of long-
term policies, strategies and plans for the protection
and pursuance of the national and defence interests.
Adaptability and prevention, constant monitoring and
analysis of events in the environment, reduction of
economic and military dependence, as well as skilful
and peaceful foreign policy are approaches that will
contribute to the progress of the Republic of Serbia.
Equally important is the development of defence ca-
pabilities and capacities that will enable a quick and
effective response to threats to the security of the Re-
public of Serbia and its citizens.

Military neutrality is a strategic commitment and
defence interest of the Republic of Serbia. The Repub-
lic of Serbia does not intend to join any military alli-
ance, but is determined to develop cooperation with
other states and international organisations, in accor-
dance with mutual interests and needs.

The Republic of Serbia bases its defence on the to-
tal defence concept, reflected in the way to organise,
prepare and carry out defence with a comprehensive
and joint response of the defence system to security
challenges and threats of importance to defence, i.e.
the use of all available resources for the needs of de-
fence, especially in the states of emergency and war.
The decision for its implementation stems from the
international position of the Republic of Serbia, se-
curity challenges and threats, human and material

the military neutrality.

In order to protect and pursue national and de-
fence interests, the Republic of Serbia will contin-
ue promoting cooperative security, contributing to
the preservation and building of peace and stabil-
ity in the region and world, as well as building the
capabilities of the defence system. Cooperation with
other states and international organisations, and an
participation in multinational operations, will re-
main one of the priorities of the Republic of Serbia
defence policy.

The development of the defence system will be
implemented in accordance with the development
plans, focusing on the development of military de-
fence capabilities. The military defence capabilities
development should ensure deterrence against armed
threats to the Republic of Serbia, as well as effective
response to armed threats to security. In addition, the
capabilities for civil defence will be improved, to en-
able countering security threats with non-military
means and save lives and property.

Efficient and effective management of the defence
system is a prerequisite for a successful response to
threats to the security of the Republic of Serbia. In
this regard, in the coming period, the normative, or-
ganisational and other aspects will be improved for
the purpose of unified management, command and
control of the defence forces in peace, state of emer-
gency and war.

While there is intensive scientific and technolog-
ical development and the increased importance of
arms and military equipment, people are still the de-
cisive factor for the outcome of modern military op-
erations. Recruiting young and capable people to the
defence system and their professional development
will be one of the priorities of all institutions in the
defence system. Also, the improvement of living and
working conditions, as well as the social status and
standard of the Serbian Armed Forces and other de-
fence forces personnel will continue.

The acquisitions of weapons and equipment for
the defence forces will continue in the coming peri-
od. The focus of equipping will be on the develop-
ment of capabilities for deterrence and effective re-
sponse to armed threats to the Republic of Serbia. The
main source of acquisitions will be the national de-
fence industry, with continued development in order
